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Greg LeMond is AmericaÃ¢â‚¬â„¢s only recognized Tour de France winner, yet his three Tour

victories tell only part of his story. LeMond changed cycling more than any other rider in the history

of the sport.LeMond was a talented all-rounder, with a reputation as one of the canniest racers of

his generation. As adept at racing on the cobbles of the spring classics as he was on the mountains

of the grand tours, LeMond rode a full racing season from spring to autumn.
