Many real LEED
exam questions (CFC, HCFC, and HFC, etc.) come from this document. You need to download it for
free and read it at least 3 times. Pay special attention to the Table on ODP and GWP on page 3.
You do not have to remember the exact value of all ODPs and GWPs, but you do need to know the
rough number for various groups of refrigerants." A A This latest trend regarding refrigerants (CFC,
HCFC, and HFC) for LEED Exams has a lot to do with LEED v4 Credit Weighting. EA (including
refrigerants) is a big winner in LEED v4, meaning the category A A has MORE questions than any
other areas for ALL the LEED exams. See portion of my book, LEED GA Exam Guide quoted
below: A A How are LEED credits allocated and weighted? Answer: Credits that can contribute to
LEED’s "Impact Categories" are given more points. These impact categories are weighted through a
consensus driven process: A A Global Climate Change (35%) A A Social Equity, Environmental
Justice, and Community Quality of Life (5%) A A Individual Human Health and well-being (20%)

A A Greener Economy (5%) A A Biodiversity and Ecosystem (10%) A A Water Resources (15%)
A A Sustainable and Regenerative Material Resources Cycles (10%) A A The USGBC uses three
association factors to measure and scale credit outcome to a given Impact Category component:

A A Relative Efficacy: It measures whether a credit outcome has a positive or negative association
with a given Impact Category component, and how strong that association is. A A§A A No
association A A§A A Low association A A§A A Medium association A A§A A High association
A A§A A Negative association A A A A Benefit Duration: How long will the benefits or
consequences of the credit outcome last?

It indicates which individual is most directly responsible for achieving the expected credit outcome.
The more a credit outcome depends on active human effort, the less likely it will be achieved with
certainty, and the credit will have fewer pints, vice versa. A A The USGBC simplifies the weighting
process of points into a score card: A A 100 base points forA A the base LEED Rating System

A A 1 point minimum for each credit A A Whole points and no fractions for LEED points. A A See
detailed discussions at the FREE PDF file entitled "LEED v4 Impact Category and Point Allocation
Development Process" at the following link:

The questions and answers provided in this book are horrible. The questions are horribly written and
the explanations of the answers are even worse. | highly recommend skipping this book and
purchasing the LEED Green Associate books written by Adam Ding or A. Togay Koralturk. Either
one of those books alone will provide you with all you need for the exam.Luckily the LEED Green
Associate exam is very easy! I've never worked a day in or around construction and | scored a 190
out of 200. With as easy as the exam is, this book might give you enough the pass, however the
books listed above will definitely give you all you need. Not to mention, you will actually learn

something from them and at the end of the day that is most important.

| used this book as a supplement along with Gang’s LEED Green Associate Exam Guide and some
other practice exams found online as my primary sources for studying for the exam, and |
passed!After studying the material from the Green book, | took the two Mock exams in this book as
a gauge and scored under 50% correct in both. This scared me to study a bit harder a few days
prior to my testing date which probably helped. What may have helped me more though were the
explanations to the answers to some of the questions that | answered wrong as well as the websites
that are referenced.Both mock exams included in this book are harder than the actual test which
might be a good thing. | highly recommend taking additional practice tests as the questions in this
book do not cover the entire range of subjects that may be covered on the exam. There are a few
that can be found online for free.

Within the first 10 practice questions, i was disappointed with this book. | purchased this book, along
with the "LEED O&M Practice Exam: Operations & Maintenance" by David Hubka and waited to
write the review of each based on my experience with the exam. Though G. Chen states that his

questions are designed to mimic those of the exam writers, i found that not to be the case. Some of



the questions were written in a very confusing manner and worse, the answers provided to some did
not provide sufficient clarify to make this a good stand alone resource.That being said, i did find the
questions challenging and can say that if you study with this book, it will challenge you and force

you to review the LEED guide books.Bottom line, a good resource, but not worth the price paid.

The questions in this book could
very well be found on the exam, but most actual exam questions will not be as complex as they are
made here. Most of these questions on these mock exams have a twist or trick and many can only
be answered if you know the materials backwards and forward. This makes for GREAT exam
preparation because it makes you acutely aware of the types of tricks and the level of detail you
MIGHT see on the exam. When | went in for the exam today my eyes were wide open.If you read
what Mr. Chen states in his book, the exam has to test you on the main concepts more that the
