Howe is real and as he gets into his hockey life and career I am

reminded of a mix of two movies "Slapshot" and "Young Blood". There is just something about the

inside world of hockey that enthralls hockey fans.

He concluded his career with two seasons

with the New England Whalers of the WHA and the Hartford Whalers of the NHL. The last chapter is

written by his three sons and daughter in which they relate the death of their mother and the trials

and tribulations that their father has now been experiencing. As I write this Gordie Howe has since

suffered a stroke and remains in critical condition. I am not a hockey fan but I chose well in

purchasing this book and adding it to my ever-growing library. I'm sure you will enjoy it as well.

As a Flyers fan I always knew of Gordie Howe, but never really knew who he was exactly. That is

until I read his book. Everything from his Childhood working and helping his parents in Canada, the

long train rides between cities, to his return in Houston playing with his two sons.
