This book is not as clear or easy to navigate as the authors claim, but it does have a good deal of

useful information and quite helpful illustrations. You have to invest a fair amount of time getting

familiar with how the book is laid out, and really scrutinize it for contents, but once you grasp the

general pattern it's useful.

As a new gardener, this book has helped me tremendously. I normally use Google to resolve most

of my problems (gardening and otherwise) but this book is now my first resource for issues in my

garden. The guide to identify issues with my garden, especially my vegetables, is easy to use and

very organized.
